GUIDELINES FOR UTILITIES: 
 
Property owners should not place utilities (to include electrical and communication 
lines, electrical meters, water meters, natural gas meters and hookups, propane tanks, 
EV chargers, etc.) and their associated equipment and lines on primary facades of a 
building, or on a side facing a public way. Ideal installations will push this equipment 
as far back from the public way as possible. Installations that are not visible from a 
public way are preferable or should otherwise be concealed.
