Motion made and seconded to award the
contract for fire station window project to Atlantic Bay North Co., Somerville, MA in the
amount of eighteen thousand six hundred and thirty nine dollars ($18,639.00) subject to
satisfactory reference checks and authorize the chair to sign the contract on behalf of the
Board. All in favor

HARBORMASTER. Appointment. Motion made and seconded to appoint Felix

Amsler as an alternate Assistant Harbormaster to fill open shifts until the end of October
2014. All in favor.
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EXECUTIVE SESSION. Motion made and seconded to go into Executive Session
under G.L. c.
