EXECUTIVE SESSION. Motion made and seconded, pursuant to G.L. c. 30A sec
21(a)(3), the Board move into executive session for the purpose of discussing litigation
the public discussion of which may have a detrimental effect on the negotiating position
of the Board, votes may be taken, and if they are votes will be released at a time deemed
appropriate by counsel.

No parking is allowed on any street for a period of time longer than one (1)
hour between the hours of midnight and 7:00 a.m. In the case of a snow emergency prior
to November 30, 2015 all cars will be required to be off the public way and the winter
parking ban would be in effect immediately. This information is posted on the Town’s
website, www.marblehead.org, at the entrances to Town, on MHTV and in all local
newspapers. No Warning Tickets will be given. Do not park your car on the street on
Sunday night.
