CHAMBER OF COMMERCE. Celebrate Marblehead. Beth Ferris, Executive

Business will remain compliant with all ADA, fire, building and zoning
codes.

Tables and/or displays will allow for the required 36 inches of sidewalk
space, excluding curb, for handicapped accessibility requirements.
Sidewalk space will allow for 48 inches, however, an unobstructed 36-
inch path of travel, excluding curb, will be maintained past any sidewalk
obstruction. Such obstructions include but not limited to utility poles, mail
boxes, trees and open areas around them, street lights, traffic signal bases
and pre-cast foundations and other signal hardware, hydrants, signs and
poles.

It is preferred that tables and chairs are made of natural materials, ie: wood
or metal.

e Permit outdoor entertainment from Thursday—Sunday from 10 AM-8
PM

Business will remain compliant with all ADA, fire, building and zoning
codes.

Entertainment will only include small or solo performances without
amplification.

e Restaurant outdoor seating

A separate application must be submitted to the Board of Selectmen for
outdoor restaurant seating.

e Allow small beautification projects

Business will remain compliant with all ADA, fire, building and zoning
codes:

1.e. flower pots along sidewalks- placement will allow for the required 36
inches of sidewalk space for handicapped accessibility requirements.
