While the Town is 
currently in good financial health, difficult decisions will need to be made for FY23 and 
beyond to ensure continued fiscal stability. The Town will continue to take proactive 
steps to ensure future fiscal stability.

– 12:00 noon subject to approval from Police and Fire, Recreation and Parks Department, 
receipt of the required Certificate of Insurance and police details.  No permanent 
markings shall be made on the streets and any temporary markings shall be removed at 
the conclusion of the event.

DONATION ACCOUNT.  Rail Trail.  Motion made and seconded to establish a 
donation account for the Rail Trail.
