Citizen Police Academy?
The Citizen Police Academy (CPA) is 

a free eight-week course – open to 

Marblehead residents ages 18 and 

above – that takes an in-depth look at 

policing in general terms, and specifically 
day-to-day policing in Marblehead. Areas 

of the law, police procedures, and the 

criminal courts and corrections system 

will also be examined. See more details in 

the Topics section.

The course is a partnership between 

the Marblehead Police Department 

and the Marblehead Council on Aging. 

The objective is to provide Marblehead 

citizens with a better understanding of 

the law enforcement profession, as taught 

by members of the Marblehead Police 

Department. The class typically meets 

once a week for 3 hours for a duration of 

8 weeks. Future classes may be subject 

to change.
